First Grade Objectives, Unit 1


Unit 1:  “Las ruedas del camion”
This unit, called “The wheels of the bus,” reviews vocabulary learned in Kindergarten and adds new classroom vocabulary.  It will be used to teach school routines, classroom behavior, classroom commands, objects from the classroom, community helpers, and introducing ourselves to each other.  

Objectives

Objectives are written using English words for better understanding, however it is assumed that Spanish words will be used in class.  In addition to the general objectives established for the First Grade level, for this unit students will:
· be able to answer the question “What is your name?” with the response of “My name is...”

· use the expression “Nice to meet you”, “Hello,” “Good morning,”  “Good afternoon,” “Goodbye”, “See you tomorrow”

· respond appropriately to these classroom commands:  sit, stand, raise your hand, listen, look, come, repeat, everyone freeze, silence, wait, glue, color, cut.

· appropriately use the above classroom commands

· demostrate an understanding of “What is it”

· demonstrate an understanding of “Where it is” or “Where are you” and respond with “Here”

· identify and name these classroom objects:  pencil, paper, scissors, crayons, glue, book, chalkboard, chalk, flag, table, door, window, chair.

· demonstrate an understanding of these classroom objects:  computer, desk

· count classroom objects up to 20

· identify classmates as boys or girls and count each other

· identify adults as Mr.Ms.Mrs

· identify the colors of classroom objects, emphasizing red, green, or blue

· name the days of the week, months of the year, and respond appropriately to questions about the calendar

· name community helpers : police, fireman, doctor, nurse, teacher, mailman, dentist.

· recognize the responsabilities of community helpers.

· demostrate an understanding of “ Who is she?”, “Who is he?”and respond with “she is... “or “he is...”

· recognize and name modes of transportation: bus, plane, ship, car, truck, bicycle, train, helicopter, motorcycle, mail truck, ambulance, fire truck, police car.

· Identify where a particular mode of transportation would use: by land, by air, by sea.
Vocabulary

While striving to achieve the above objectives, Spanish teachers will emphasize the following vocabulary:

· Active vocabulary (students will actively produce the following words):  My name is.., hello, good morning/ good afternoon, goodbye, see you tomorrow, please, thank you, your welcome, nice to meet you, sit, stand, raise your hand, listen, look, come , repeat, everyone freeze, silence, wait, color, glue, cut, what is it, where is it, where are you, here, pencil, paper, scissors, crayons, glue,book, chalkboard, chalk, flag, table, door, window, chair, counting up to 20,  boy, girl, red, green, blue, policeman, fireman, doctor, nurse, teacher, mailman, dentist, car, ship, airplane, bus, train, bicycle, truck, motorcycle, helicopter, mail truck, ambulance, fire truck, police car.bay air, by land, by sea.
· Passive vocabulary (students will demonstrate an understanding of the following words):  computer,  desk, what is it, where is it, who is she, who is he,
