First Grade Objectives, Unit 2


Unit 2:  “El pequeño rey de las flores”

This unit, based on a book called “The Little King of the Flowers” will focus on emotions.  Students will begin to ask and answer questions about how they are feeling.   

Objectives

Objectives are written using English words for better understanding, however, it is assumed that Spanish words will be used in class.  Skills learned in previous units will be reviewed and re-inforced while new skills are introduced.  In addition to the general objectives established for the First Grade level, for the new skills of this unit, students will:
· ask and answer the question “How are you?” with the following answers:  I am fine, very well, so-so, bad, sad, happy, angry, tired, surprised, afraid.

· identify the emotions expressed by other students and by other children in pictures

· demonstrate an understanding of “how is she?” , “how is he?” and respond “he/she is...” in reference to emotions

· appropriately use these polite expressions:  please, thank you, you’re welcome, sir, ma’am, see you tomorrow, excuseme, I am sorry.

· count faces up to twenty

· identify the colors of student’s eyes, emphasizing brown, green, or blue

· name the days of the week, months of the year, and respond appropriately to questions about the calendar
Vocabulary

While striving to achieve the above objectives, Spanish teachers will emphasize the following vocabulary:

· Active vocabulary (students will actively produce the following words):  How are you? I am..., fine, very well, so-so, bad, sad, happy, angry, tired, surprised, afraid,  she  is..., he is...., please, thank you, you’re welcome, sir, ma’am, see you tomorrow, excuseme, I am sorry, green, blue, brown,
·  Passive vocabulary (students will demonstrate an understanding of the following words):  How is she/he?,  you  are..., what color are they?
Activities
· TPR of commands

· Asking and answering each other in partners, using questions such as “How are you?”

· Practicing with partners polite expressions such as “Thank you” and “You’re welcome”

· Clapping & rhythm

· Identifying feelings from pictures

· Drawing faces on circles, expressing different emotions

· Drawing faces on pictures of children, expressing different emotions

· Playing the following game:  Show pictures with emotions; have children mimic the faces as a group and then as individuals.  Also, have the group guess which emotion is being mimiced, giving choices

· Singing the following songs:

· Hola, hola como estas?

· Buenos dias, buenas dias, como estas?

· Si estas alegre...
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
