First Grade Objectives, Unit 3


Unit 3:  “Me duele la cabeza”

This unit, based on a song about calling the doctor because “my head hurts” will review vocabulary for talking about body parts.  Within this theme, we will review our five senses in the context of discussing what we can do using different body parts, and also learn how to talk about pain or sickness.

Objectives

Objectives are written using English words for better understanding, however, it is assumed that Spanish words will be used in class.  Skills learned in previous units will be reviewed and re-inforced while new skills are introduced.  In addition to the general objectives established for the First Grade level, for the new skills of this unit, students will:
· identify the following body parts responding to the command “touch your...”:  eyes, ears, mouth, nose, elbow, feet, hair, head, shoulders, arms, stomach, legs, teeth, knees,  toes, fingers, neck, body, hand, face, feet. 

· verbally identify the following body parts by responding to visual aids:  eyes, ears, mouth, nose, hands, feet, stomach, head, body, arm,  leg, hair , 

· count body parts up to thirty

· identity and verbalize these actions:  to hear, to touch, to smell, to see, to taste

· express likes and dislikes by saying “I like it” or “I don’t like it” when doing activities which explore the five senses

· demonstrate an understanding of right and left by responding with body movements

· dramatize pain of  a specific body part, responding to the question “Does (your head, throat, etc...) hurt?”

· name the days of the week, months of the year, and respond appropriately to questions about the calendar and weather

Vocabulary

While striving to achieve the above objectives, Spanish teachers will emphasize the following vocabulary:

· Active vocabulary (students will actively produce the following words):  eyes, ears, mouth, nose, hands, feet, stomach, head, hair, body, arms, legs,  to hear, to touch, to smell, to see, to taste, count up to 30. 
· Passive vocabulary (students will demonstrate an understanding of the following words):  face, elbow, shoulders, teeth, knees, toes, fingers, neck, right , left, touch your....
Activities
· TPR of commands, with students giving commands

· Putting together a large body parts puzzle

· Drawing figures as a class by responding to commands (“Please draw the arm,” etc...)

· Identifying which body parts are missing from pictures of different figures

· Pairing up and playing “shoulder to shoulder,” “hand to hand”

· Playing “statue” by putting students into groups who form a statue, responding to commands

· Creating a collage of body parts

· Exploring texture by identifying the textures hidden under squares of fabric on a board

· Exploring taste by tasting samples of different flavors and expressing likes or dislikes

· Exploring sound by using pictures to identify sounds from a tape of everyday and nature noises

· Exploring smell by smelling samples of different scents and expressing likes or dislikes

· Modeling with a sick puppet who has different types of pain

· Singing the following songs:

· Me duele la cabeza

· Sabes flores cultivar

· Mi cuerpo hace musica

· Saco una manito

· Joki-poki

· A la derecha, a la derecha, cha-cha...

· Cabeza, hombros, piernas, pies
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
