First Grade Objectives, Unit 4


Unit 4:  “El burrito enfermo”
This unit, called “The sick donkey” is based on a song about a sick donkey who the doctor tells to wear various pieces of clothing to soothe his ailments.  It will review previous concepts of talking about illness and body parts while introducing clothing and colors (reviewed from Kindergarten).

Objectives

Objectives are written using English words for better understanding, however, it is assumed that Spanish words will be used in class.  Skills learned in previous units will be reviewed and re-inforced while new skills are introduced.  In addition to the general objectives established for the first grade level, for the new skills of this unit, students will:
· identify colors of clothing, emphasizing the following colors: yellow, orange, purple, black, white, brown, pink, gray (review: red, blue, green)

· verbally identify the following clothing :  shirt, pants, skirt, dress, shoes, hat, socks, clothes

· demonstrate an understanding of the following clothing words: sweater, coat, boots, shorts,scarf,  jacket.

· identify  clothing  by responding to the command “touch your...” 

· partipate in conversations about their preferences, in reference to colors and clothing  demostrating  an understanding of “what is your favorite...?,”  and respond with “my favorite ... is,”

· demostrate an understanding of the expresion :”Do you like it ?” and  respond with “Yes a like it” or “ No, I don’t like it” 

· count articles of clothing up to forty

· name the days of the week, months of the year, and respond appropriately to questions about the calendar and weather

Vocabulary

While striving to achieve the above objectives, Spanish teachers will emphasize the following vocabulary:

· Active vocabulary (students will actively produce the following words): yellow, orange, purple, black, white, brown, pink , gray, shirt, pants, skirt, dress, shoes, hat, socks,  clothes, I like it, I don’t like it, my favorite  is..., counting  1-40.
· Passive vocabulary (students will demonstrate an understanding of the following words): what color is it?, touch your..., clothing,  what are you wearing?, he/she is wearing, scarf, sweater, coat, boots, pants, jacket, do you like it?, what is your favorite?
Activities
· TPR of commands

· Acting out the song of the sick donkey

· Dressing the sick donkey with the appropriate clothing, according to the song

· Coloring the sick donkey with the appropriate clothing, according to the song

· Playing I spy, identifying clothing and colors

· Choosing favorite colors and graphing the results

· Dressing paper dolls; dressing dolls incorrectly and allowing the children to correct the  clothing; dressing the dolls with one item missing and asking children to name the missing item, giving a choice

· Choosing correct items of clothing from a pile of clothes, based on commands

· Packing asuitcase, pretending to go on a trip

· Outlining around different pieces of clothing which have been drawn in overlapping shapes to review colors

· Matching different pairs of socks

· Matching pictures of clothing with the body part with which they correspond

· Dressing up frog doll from “Froggy se viste” materials

· Looking at pictures of authentic clothing from Spanish-speaking cultures and identifying colors

· Continuing with previous songs, while learning the following new song:

· El burrito enfermo

· Reading the following book:

· Froggy se viste
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
