First Grade Objectives, Unit 5


Unit 5:  “Fiesta para diez”
This unit, called “Feast for ten” is based on a book about a family sitting down and eating together.  The story will be told as a way of introducing words to talk about home and family.  

Objectives

Objectives are written using English words for better understanding, however, it is assumed that Spanish words will be used in class.  Skills learned in previous units will be reviewed and re-inforced while new skills are introduced.  In addition to the general objectives established for the First Grade level, for the new skills of this unit, students will:
· verbally identify the following family members :  family, mom, dad, brother, sister, baby, grandmother, grandfather

· verbally identify the following pets:  pets, cat, dog, bird, rabbit, fish

· demonstrate an understanding of the following pets:  turtle, snake

· partipate in conversations about their preferences, in reference to pets, demonstrating  an understanding of the phrases, “what is your favorit pet?”and respond with “my favorite pet is...” 

· demostrate an understanding of the phrase“do you like them?”  and respond with “yes, I like them,” or “no, I don’t like them”

· participate in conversations about their families, demonstrating an understanding of  “do you have a brother?,” “do you have a sister?,” “How  many brothers/sisters do you have?,”  “What is your brother’s/sister’s name?,” “do you have a pet?” “how  many pets  do you have?”

· describe physical characteristics of family members, demonstrating an understanding of the following phrases:  “he/she is tall,” “he/she is short,” “he/she is medium height.” “this is my...”

· verbally identify the following rooms in the house:  house, living room, kitchen, bathroom, bedroom

· demonstrate an understanding of the following room in the house:  dining room

· describe differences and similarities in houses, reviewing color words, size words, and the words “same” and “different.”

· count up to sixty

Vocabulary

While striving to achieve the above objectives, Spanish teachers will emphasize the following vocabulary:

· Active vocabulary (students will actively produce the following words):  family, mom, dad, brother, sister, baby,  grandmother, grandfather, pets, cat, dog,  bird, rabbit, fish, large, small, medium, my favorite pet is...., he /she is tall, he/she is short, he/she is medium height, thia is my...., house, living room, kitchen, bathroom, bedroom, same, different,  counting 1-60.
· Passive vocabulary (students will demonstrate an understanding of the following words):  turtle, snake,  pet,  do you have a pet?  , do you like them? , do you have a borther/sister?  what is your brother’s/sister’s name?  how many pets do you have?  how many brothers/sisters do you have? , yes, I like them, no, I don’t like them, dining room.

· Looking at pictures of authentic families from Spanish-speaking cultures and identifying the family members

· Drawing pictures of our own families

· Make a graph of our favorite pets

· Categorize pictures of houses according to size or color
