First Grade Objectives, Unit 6


Unit 6:  “El gran granero rojo”
This unit, based on a book called “The Big Red Barn,” will introduce farm animals and review pets.  

Objectives

Objectives are written using English words for better understanding, however, it is assumed that Spanish words will be used in class.  Skills learned in previous units will be reviewed and re-inforced while new skills are introduced.  In addition to the general objectives established for the Kindergarten level, for the new skills of this unit, students will:
· verbally identify the following farm animals and words:  animals, farm, farmer, turtle, snake, pig, cow, rooster, chicken, sheep, horse, duck, turkey, mouse,donkey.

· demonstrate an understanding of the following farm  words:  corn, milk, eggs.

· partipate in conversations about their preferences, in reference to animals, saying, “do you like them?,”  “yes, I like them,” or “no, I don’t like them”

· participate in conversations about farm animals, demonstrating an understanding of the phrases, “What sound does this animal make?” “What is the name of this animal?”

· describe physical characteristics of animals

· identify and name numbers up to 100

· count by 10’s to 100

· add and subtract using single digits

· demonstrate un understanding of math problems using simple digits and the words addition and subtraction 

· identify and say the words more, less and equal to

Vocabulary

While striving to achieve the above objectives, Spanish teachers will emphasize the following vocabulary:

· Active vocabulary (students will actively produce the following words from last year and this year):  animals, farm, farmer, snake, pig, cow, rooster, chicken, sheep, horse, duck, turkey, chick, turtle, mouse, donkey, eggs, more, less, equal to, What sound ____makes?, more , less, equal to.
· Passive vocabulary (students will demonstrate an understanding of the following words):  corn, milk, addition, subtraction.
