First Grade Objectives, Unit 8


Unit 8  “Vamos al zoologico”
This unit, based on a song called “Let’s go to the zoo,” will review zoo animals.

Objectives

Objectives are written using English words for better understanding, however, it is assumed that Spanish words will be used in class.  Skills learned in previous units will be reviewed and re-inforced while new skills are introduced.  In addition to the general objectives established for the first grade level, for the new skills of this unit, students will:
· verbally identify the following zoo animals and words:  zoo, elephant, tiger, lion, bear, giraffe, zebra, monkey, snake, crocodile, hippopotamus, gorilla

· demonstrate an understanding of the following words:  chimpanzee, cage, wild 

· describe similarities and differences of animals

· match young animals with their parents

· participate in conversations about zoo animals, demonstrating an understanding of the phrases, “What sound does this animal make?” “What is the name of this animal?”

· recognize and use ordinal numbers first through fifth

· tell time to the hour

· measure objects using non-standard units

· identify and use these calendar words:  today, tomorrow, yesterday

· identify numbers up to 100

· count by 10’s to 100

· add and subtract using single digits

Vocabulary

While striving to achieve the above objectives, Spanish teachers will emphasize the following vocabulary:

· Active vocabulary (students will actively produce the following words):  zoo, zoo animals, elephant, tiger, lion, bear, giraffe, zebra, monkey,  snake, crocodile, hippopotamus, gorilla,  what time is it, It’s  one (two....) o’clock. long, short
· Passive vocabulary (students will demonstrate an understanding of the following words):  chimpanzee, cage, wild , longer, shorter

· Categorizing animals into farm and zoo animals
