Second Grade Objectives, Unit 1


Unit 1:  “Asi vamos a la escuela”
This unit, called “That is how we go to school,” begins with a book about students from around the world going to school.  We will review vocabulary learned during the first two years of Spanish and add new vocabulary, with higher expectations from students to communicate verbally in Spanish.  The following subcategories are part of this unit:  the alphabet, rooms in the school, people in school, things that can be done at school, how to get to school, objects from school, and schools from other countries.  Also as part of this unit we will review school routines, classroom behavior, classroom commands, and transportation.  

Objectives

Objectives are written using English words for better understanding, however it is assumed that Spanish words will be used in class.  In addition to the general objectives established for the Second Grade level, for this unit students will:
· be able to ask the question “What is your name?” and answer with the response of “My name is...” 

· use the expression “Pleased to meet you”

· use greetings or expressions:  “Hello,” “Good morning,”  “Good afternoon,” “Goodbye”

· respond appropriately to  and use these classroom commands:  sit, stand, raise your hand, listen, look, come, repeat, everyone freeze, silence

· be able to ask “Where it is” or “Where are you” and respond with “Here”

· recognize the letters of the Spanish language alphabet

· organize thematic vocabulary in alphabetic order

· identify these classroom objects:  pencil, paper, scissors, crayons, glue, book, chalkboard, chalk, computer, window, table, chair, desk, pen, marker

· identify these school rooms and places:  cafeteria, library, office, classroom

· identify these school personnel:  teacher, principal, student

· identify these modes of transportation for getting to school:  school bus, walking, car, bicycle

· demonstrate an understanding of these classroom activities: to write, to draw, to fold, to cut, to paste, to copy

· demonstrate an understanding of these classroom objects:  map, globe, clock, carpet, folder, notebook

· demonstrate an understanding of these school personnel:  secretary, librarian, custodian

· count classroom objects up to 100

· count by 10’s to 100

· identify classmates as boys or girls and count each other

· identify the colors of classroom objects

· name the days of the week, months of the year, and respond appropriately to questions about the calendar
Vocabulary

While striving to achieve the above objectives, Spanish teachers will emphasize the following vocabulary:

· Active vocabulary (students will actively produce the following words):  hello, good morning/ good afternoon, counting 1-20, boy, girl, goodbye, please, thank you, your welcome, what is your name, my name is, pleased to meet you, sit, stand, listen, look,raise your hand, repeat,  where is it, where are you, here, pencil, pen, paper, scissors, crayons,book, notebook,folder,working sheet,chalk, glue, red, green, blue, yellow,brown,white,black,purple,orange,pink,silence , come, repeat, book, chalkboard, chalk, door, computer, window, table, chair, desk, pen, marker, teacher, student, principal, cafeteria, libretto, office, classroom, school bus, car, bicycle, to walk
· Passive vocabulary (students will demonstrate an understanding of the following words): raise your hand, everyone freeze, map, globe, clock, carpet, to fold, to cut, to paste, to copy, to write, to draw, folder, secretary, librarian, custodian, playground,floor,desk,ordinal numbers.
· New verbs: walk, write, fold, cut,glue,copy,draw. Today is ........., yesterday was .........., tomorrow is going to be........, day, week, year, telling the weather, seasons, names of the week.
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
