Second Grade Objectives, Unit 3


Unit 3:  “Vamos a la plaza”
This unit, called “Let’s go to the square,” focuses on the community.  The following subcategories are part of this unit:  places we go downtown (community buildings and the square), people in the community, ways of arriving downtown (transportation), getting help in the community (going to the doctor, dentist, or hospital), telling time (looking at the big clock on the main square, common in Spanish culture), and comparing our downtown with pictures of authentic plazas from Spanish-speaking countries.

Theme:  “La plaza de Decatur”  (the square in Decatur), will be used as our focus for introducing the new vocabulary.  

Objectives

Objectives are written using English words for better understanding, however it is assumed that Spanish words will be used in class.  In addition to the general objectives established for the Second Grade level, for this unit students will:
· verbally identify the following community places by responding to visual aids:  bank, church, restaurant, park, post office, and subway

· demonstrate an understanding of the following community places:  courthouse, police station, fire station, store, hospital, doctor’s office, dentist’s office

· demonstrate an understanding of the following people from the community:  judge, banker, minister/priest, waitress, mail person, police-officer, fire person, salesperson

· compare and contrast means of transportation for getting downtown

· demonstrate an understanding of telling time, on the hour and half hour

· identify and describe bodily injuries

· determine the role of community helpers and the means of transportation that respond to various emergencies

· compare and contrast common places in communities

· compare and contrast our community with communities in Spanish-speaking countries

· name the days of the week, months of the year, and respond appropriately to questions about the calendar and weather

· count by 10’s to 200

· identify and name the letters and sounds of the Spanish language alphabet
Vocabulary

While striving to achieve the above objectives, Spanish teachers will emphasize the following vocabulary:

· Active vocabulary (students will actively produce the following words):  bank, church, restaurant, park , post office, subway, bus, car, walking, bicycle, doctor, dentist, siren, back, throat, tongue, forehead, cheeks
· Passive vocabulary (students will demonstrate an understanding of the following words):  courthouse, police station, fire station, store, hospital, doctor’s office, dentist’s office, judge, banker, minister/priest, waiter, waitress, mail person, police-officer, fire person, salesperson, what time is it?, it is... o’clock, lips, chest, ice, my... is broken, can you help me?, Help!
· New: minister, rabbi, judge, synagogue, supermarket, bus station, what time is it?, it is ___ and a half, it’s _____sharp, could you help?, emergency, tongue, ice, lips, cheeks, what do you like to do? , would you like to be my friend?, birthday card, birthday cake, I am blond, I have brown hair, black hair, red hair, fat, skinny, I am ___, bathtub, dishes, sink, comb my hair. 
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
