Second Grade Objectives, Unit 5


Unit 5:  “Vamos a acampar”
This unit, called “Let’s go camping,” will review animal vocabulary learned the first two years of Spanish and teach about plants as students plan an imaginary camping trip.   

Objectives

Objectives are written using English words for better understanding, however it is assumed that Spanish words will be used in class.  In addition to the general objectives established for the Second Grade level, for this unit students will:
· discuss their preferences in reference to plants and animals

· classify and describe plants in terms of color, shape, texture, and origin

· compare and contrast different plants and animals

· identify main parts of plants

· recognize the stages of plant’s development

· classify animals according to their habitat

· tell time, on the hour and half hour

· name the days of the week, months of the year, and respond appropriately to questions about the calendar and weather

· begin to read linguistically and developmentally appropriate materials

· begin to demonstrate an understanding of the written language

· name and organize letters and vocabulary in alphabetic order
Vocabulary

The list of new vocabulary is shorter than during previous units because students should now be reviewing and putting to use former vocabulary, while expanding their abilities to communicate verbally, using full sentences, and to communicate in writing.  While striving to achieve the above objectives, Spanish teachers will review vocabulary  from this or previous years (such as courtesy expressions, counting, family, colors, shapes, animals, and descriptors) and emphasize the following new vocabulary:

· Active vocabulary (students will actively produce the following words):  plant, leaf, flower, animal, desert, forest, ocean, person, stem, root, petal, grow, sunlight
· Passive vocabulary (students will demonstrate an understanding of the following words):  rain, oxygen, soil, seed, bud, it grows, it dies, to fly, to swim, to crawl, to slither, to live, fur, skin, hair, scales, feathers, slimy enormous, tiny
· New: branch, tree, trunk, bud, sunlight, what does the plant need?, review: mouse,goat, donkey, penguin, frog, hamster, turtle, sea, ocean, rain forest, farm, lake, meadow, city, beach, garden, north, south, east, west, to fly, to crawl, nest, fur, scales, feathers, enormous, tiny, tent, backpack, fire. 
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
