Second Grade Objectives, Unit 6


Unit 6:  “Vamos a Mexico”
This unit, called “Let’s go to Mexico,” focuses on an imaginary trip to Mexico.  In this unit, teachers will have the opportunity to review previous vocabulary while practicing skills of description, comparing, contrasting, and map-reading.  Also, new clothing vocabulary will be introduced as the class “packs their suitcase” for Mexico.  Teachers and students will plan the trip, pack for the trip, and then pretend to go on the trip, encountering restaurants, museums, markets, and plazas along the way.   

Objectives

Objectives are written using English words for better understanding, however it is assumed that Spanish words will be used in class.  In addition to the general objectives established for the Second Grade level, for this unit students will:
· discuss their preferences in reference to different pieces of clothing

· compare and contrast Mexico and the United States

· locate cities in Mexico on a map or globe

· use descriptive phrases to evaluate clothing

· categorize, compare, and contrast clothing according to different climate conditions

· observe social customs of ethnic and seasonal celebrations in Mexico

· recognize the flag of Mexico

· tell time, on the hour and half hour

· name the days of the week, months of the year, and respond appropriately to questions about the calendar and weather

· begin to read linguistically and developmentally appropriate materials

· begin to demonstrate an understanding of the written language

· name and organize letters and vocabulary in alphabetic order

· do addition and subtraction with numbers up to 100
Vocabulary

While striving to achieve the above objectives, Spanish teachers will emphasize the following vocabulary:

· Active vocabulary (students will actively produce the following words):  swimming suit, glasses, jacket, coat, skirt, dress, pants, shirt, sweater, shoes, socks, flag, north, south, east, west, inexpensive, to pay, to exchange, equals, to cost, price, expensive, bill
· Passive vocabulary (students will demonstrate an understanding of the following words):  raincoat, slippers, umbrella, tie, shorts, long-sleeves, short-sleeves, sweatshirt, sweatpants, cap, pajamas, clothes, he/she wears, to put on/wear, to take off, ... is pretty, ...is not pretty, ... is too big, ...is too small

· New: Note the cardinal points are referred in this unit again, country, state, capital, journey, ticket, where do I go?, how do I go?, who am I going  with?, airport, currency, bill, to pay, to exchange, price, how much is?, painting, sculpture, museum, long sleeves, short-sleeves, hat, put on, wear, take off
