Third Grade Objectives, Unit 1


Unit 1:  “La escuela”
The following subcategories are part of this unit: daily activities, school subjects, using school supplies, school rules, schools routines, and the year as a wheel.  In addition, we will review the Spanish-language alphabet, rooms in the school, people in school, transportation to school, objects from school, schools from other countries, and classroom commands.

Objectives
Objectives are written using English words for better understanding, however it is assumed that Spanish words will be used in class.  In addition to the general objectives established for the Third Grade level, for this unit students will:

· use appropriate courtesy expressions while communicating in class.

· arrange in chronological order a series of experiences.

· tell time to the hour, half hour, quarter hour and in digital format.

· classify selected daily activities according to time of day (morning, afternoon, evening, night).

· identify and describe uses for classroom objects.

· estimate and measure length of selected objects using the metric system.

· identify their school subjects and compare a sample schedule with one from a Spanish-speaking country.

· list the months of the year in correct order and organize them by seasons.

· identify holidays of American and Spanish-speaking culture and attribute them to the respective months of the year, including annual school events.

· recognize rules at school.

· recognize and use the letters of the Spanish language alphabet.

· identify school rooms and places.

· identify school personnel.

· identify  modes of transportation for getting to school.

While striving to achieve the above objectives, Spanish teachers will emphasize the following vocabulary:
