Third Grade Objectives, Unit 6


Unit 6:  “Vamos a España”
The following subcategory is part of this unit: discover Spain. This unit, called “Let’s go to Spain,” focuses on an imaginary trip to Spain. In this unit, teachers will have the opportunity to review previous vocabulary while practicing skills of description, comparing, contrasting, and map-reading. Teachers and students will plan the trip, pack for the trip, and then pretend to go on the trip, encountering restaurants, museums, markets, and plazas along the way.   

Objectives
Objectives are written using English words for better understanding, however it is assumed that Spanish words will be used in class. In addition to the general objectives established for the Third Grade level, for this unit students will:

· recognize and locate Spain on a map.

· identify and describe flags and symbols of Spain.

· compare homes in Spain with those in the U.S.

· identify, describe, and manipulate currency from Spain.

· compare and contrast Spain and the United States.

· locate cities in Spain on a map or globe.

· observe social customs of ethnic and seasonal celebrations in Spain.

Vocabulary
While striving to achieve the above objectives, Spanish teachers will review the following vocabulary:

· New: flag, symbols, shield, national hymn, currency, euro, language, city, country, government, king, queen, pasodoble, flamenco, fan, guitar, castanets, to stamp one’s feet,  la tortilla española, paella, gazpacho (tomato soup), castle, monument, corrida de toros, bullfight, bull, bullfighter, cape, banderilla, market, to buy, to pay, cheap, expensive.
· Review: north, south, east, west, Spanish, dance, meal, sport, map, globe, holidays.
