Kindergarten Objectives, Unit 1


Unit 1:  “Spot va a la escuela”
This unit, called “Spot goes to school,” introduces students to the Spanish language with a familiar book that many of them have seen in English.  It will be used to teach school routines, classroom behavior, classroom commands, objects from the classroom, and introducing ourselves to each other.  Students will also learn about some community helpers in this unit.    

Objectives

Objectives are written using English words for better understanding, however it is assumed that Spanish words will be used in class.  In addition to the general objectives established for the Kindergarten level, students will:
· be able to answer the question “What is your name?” with the one word response of their own name or an extended response of “My name is...”

· demonstrate an understanding of “Pleased to meet you”

· use greetings or expressions:  “Hello,” “Good morning,”  “Good afternoon,” “Goodbye”

· respond appropriately to these classroom commands:  sit, stand, raise your hand, listen, look at me, come here, repeat, everyone freeze, silence

· be able to say these commands: stand, sit, listen, look at me, come here, repeat, silence, up, down

· demonstrate an understanding of “Where is it” or “Where are you” and “Here”

· be able to say the following expressions: please, thank you, you are wellcome, where are you, here, yes, no 

· verbally identify the  names of these classroom objects:  pencil, paper, scissors, crayons, glue

· count classroom objects up to ten

· identify classmates as boys or girls and count each other, up to ten

· verbally identify  the colors of classroom objects, emphasizing red, green, or blue

· verbally identify the names of the following community helpers:  police, fireman, doctor, nurse, teacher, mailman, dentist

· verbally identify  and respond to information about transportation: car, boat, airplane, bus

· verbally identify titles of people: Mr, Mrs, Miss

· verbally identify the following languages: English, Spanish

Vocabulary

While striving to achieve the above objectives, Spanish teachers will emphasize the following vocabulary:

· Active vocabulary (students will actively produce the following words):  hello, good morning/ good afternoon, counting 0-10, boy, girl, goodbye, what is your name, my name is, please, thank you, you are welcome, where are you, here, stand up, sit down, listen, look at me, come here, repeat, silence, up, down, Mr. Mrs. Miss., yes, no, English, Spanish, red, green, blue,  police, fireman, doctor, nurse, teacher, mailman, dentist, pencil, paper, crayon, glue, scissors, car, boat, airplane, bua
· Passive vocabulary (students will demonstrate an understanding of the following words):  pleased to meet you, where is it
· Activities

· TPR of commands

· Passing out nametags

· Modeling with a puppet

· Clapping & rhythm

· Playing tic-tac-toe with pictures that re-inforce vocabulary

· Finding classroom objects hidden under one of three boxes, responding to “Where is it?”

· Reading the following books:

· Buenos dias, buenas noches

· ¿Dónde está Spot?

· Singing the following songs:

· La-la song
