Kindergarten Objectives, Unit 7



Unit 7:  “La oruga muy hambrienta”
This unit, based on a book called “The Hungry Caterpillar,” will introduce food words and review the days of the week.

Objectives

Objectives are written using English words for better understanding, however, it is assumed that Spanish words will be used in class.  Skills learned in previous units will be reviewed and re-inforced while new skills are introduced.  In addition to the general objectives established for the Kindergarten level, for the new skills of this unit, students will:
· verbally identify the following fruits and words:  apple, banana, orange, grapes, pineapple, pear, tomato, lemon, fruits

· verbally identify the following vegetables and words:  potato, lettuce, corn, carrot, vegetables

· verbally identify the following drinks:  milk, coffee, water, juice

· identify their feelings and preferences using the phrases:  I’m thirsty, I’m hungry, I like, I don’t like, this is

· demonstrate an understanding of the following words: peach, cherry, grapefruit, onion, cucumber, peas

· identify the days of the week 

· begin to recognize the months of the year

· identify foods as a fruit or vegetable

· count up to thirty-one

· solve mathematical problems dealing with addition using numbers 0 - 10

Vocabulary

While striving to achieve the above objectives, Spanish teachers will emphasize the following vocabulary:

· Active vocabulary (students will actively produce the following words):  apple, banana, orange, grapes, pineapple, pear, tomato, potato, lettce, corn, carrot, milk , coffee, water, juice, I’m thirsty, I’m hungry, I  like, I don’t like, lemon, fruits, vegetables, this is
· Passive vocabulary (students will demonstrate an understanding of the following words):  peach, cherry, grapefruit,  onion, cucumber, peas
Activities
· TPR of commands

· Acting out the story of The Hungry Caterpillar using a puppet

· Categorizing foods into fruits and vegetables

· Playing the “hungry spider” game

· Making a fruit salad

· Making vegetable soup

· Making mini books:

· Viborita-Viborita

· Manzanas por todos lados

· La oruga muy hambrienta

· Making a big book with the whole class

· Making a calendar with the days of the week and place the foods from “The Hungry Caterpillar” in their proper place

· Matching number cards with their corresponding food cards
